Mission:  The Disabled Veterans' LIFE Memorial Foundation, Inc. is a non-profit organization, formed under the laws of the 
District of Columbia. The purposes of the Foundation are to create a national memorial on federal lands in the �Q�D�W�L�R�Q�¶�V��
capitol to honor disabled veterans who have served in the U. S. Armed Forces; to inform and educate the general public 
about disabl�H�G���Y�H�W�H�U�D�Q�V�¶���U�H�O�D�W�H�G���D�F�W�L�Y�L�W�L�H�V�� and to accomplish all other purposes authorized by law. 
 

Location and Design: Public Law 106-348 authorized DVLMF to establish a memorial in D.C. 
The Memorial will be located at 2nd St. SW and Washington Ave., within direct sight of the U.S. 
Capitol. The site was approved by the National Capital Memorial Commission (NCMC) and the 
Commission of Fine Arts (CFA). Michael Vergason Landscape Architects was selected in a 
national competition in 2002 for their design concept which was approved by the NCPC and the 
CFA in 2004.
